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Preparing Your Dog for a Relaxing Stay

First time guests should try daycare before spending the night. This helps the dog acclimate to their new environment and think of Fetch as a fun place to visit. They also don’t feel abandoned because you came back to get them at the end of the day. 
Provide your dog with basic training so that our staff can clearly communicate with your dog. This also provides a sense of stability for your dog when he sees that we can “speak his language” by asking for behaviors such as sit, come and wait. 

Be honest about your dog’s habits and quirks. When we know more about your dog’s behavior, we can provide better care. For example, if your dog is tough on toys, we will provide more durable chew toys and bones for him instead of plush toys. 
On your dog’s first day, allow for adequate playtime in the daycare to burn off any anxiety and excess energy

Bring something from home such as a toy, bed or blanket. The smells of home can help your dog feel more comfortable. 

Call, e-mail or Facebook to check in on your dog while you’re gone. Knowing how your dog is doing will help you relax on your trip too.
